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Riccardo Massini hails from Biella, in Italy. He is conducting a short UK tour and we are very fortunate to have secured a date for him to appear here at the BBC for our September gig.

Riccardo Massini’s band “Bonus Track” has been together since 2001.They play a beautiful blues and rock blues set including original compositions. This Band has had the pleasure of performing on many important stages and festivals in many countries including Italy, Switzerland, Ireland and the UK. They have supported acts such as Joe Bonamassa, Joe Cocker, Louisiana Red, Taj Mahal, Kenny Neal, Jethro Tull, Ike Turner, Nine Below Zero, Status Quo(!) and many more. 

Riccardo’s influences are said to include Rory Gallagher, Nine Below Zero, Chet Atkins, Muddy Waters, SRV, Beatles And Rolling Stones, Mark Knopfler, Frank Zappa, Albert King and Led Zeppelin. 

Following on from Mick Pini back in May, who was quite obviously British born but living on the continent, Riccardo Massini should provide a real International feel to the line-up of bands to appear here at the Borough Blues Club.

RED EYED FLY - Gig Review 

5th July by Adrian Bold
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Wacky, zany and, at times, crazy – but what a fun-packed evening.  Red Eyed Fly stretched the limits of the blues genre at times but, nevertheless, entertained brilliantly.
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With eccentric front man Mike Bird on guitar/vocals being the main architect of the antics of the band and fun the main thing on the agenda, the evening passed very quickly and was obviously enjoyed by the crowd.  Mike is a natural entertainer and was never still, interspersing song lyrics with accompanying actions (once hitting the stage spotlights in the process), chatting humorously through introductions, sometimes running onto the dance floor (still playing) to join the audience and generally encouraging the band to musical heights.  Assisted well by the other musicians he put on a performance as much visual as vocal and created an entertaining ‘feel good’ atmosphere, which persisted throughout the night.  Mike also displayed his professionalism when early in the first set some running repairs were needed for the drum-kit and, in the hiatus, he held the audience spellbound with his solo guitar vocal version of Duke Ellington’s “I ain’t got nuthin’ but the Blues” which was received with rapturous applause.  

The song selection reflected the mood with “Why don’t you eat where you slept last night?”; “Can I be your desperate house-husband” (here Mike’s guitar doubled as a mock vacuum cleaner), “Minnie the Moocher” and “Boni Moroni” featuring prominently.  This lanky, bespectacled and hyperactive performer is much more than a musician (as one wag observed “He’s a bit like Eric Morecambe on speed”) and deserved the loud appreciation of a satisfied audience.

Not that the rest of the band were slouches.  Richard Eason on lead guitar and vocals played some beautiful blues and slide guitar – though was accused of wearing a shirt last used in 1962 (it was colourful).  Rob Davies (introduced as “the Poet Laureate of Hirwaun” for a song he wrote for the band) provided sterling bass and Ian Davies (formerly of “Snatch it Back”) beat out the drum rhythms with great effect.  
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The band played a variety of musical styles featuring rockabilly, R+B and rock and roll as well as some very good blues.  Later, some of the crowd “strutted their stuff” on the dance floor and the evening came to a satisfying climax with two long and loud encores.  A great night’s entertainment!
