Gig Review – 12th September 
“Mike Markey & Nick Jones” plus
“The Jay Tamkin Band”

The Borough Blues Club is four years old!  Saturday 12th September 2009 marked this auspicious event with our now traditional two-act birthday gig.

There could hardly have been more of a contrast between the two bands – Mike Markey and Nick Jones are an acoustic duo whose repertoire owes more to their grandfathers’ heyday than the here and now, whilst the Jay Tamkin band’s mix of Blues, Rock and Jazz brought the evening bang up-to-date.
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Mike’s singing and harp playing together with Nick’s finger picking and slide wizardry on his steel National guitar merged perfectly to bring back the tradition of the 20’s, 30’s, 40’s, 50’s – I’m not sure, but time may well stop there for these two – not really true!

And they looked the part with Mike’s glued-on black fedora, neat shirt and tie and Nick, like a poor boy from the delta, in his singlet.

This duo makes their bluesy jazzy classics their very own with innovation, gutsy renditions and immaculate skill - the envy of every aspiring player in the audience.

The Jay Tamkin Band has played at the Borough Blues Club previously in January 2009 – the committee decided that we’d better get the band back before they became too famous to be afforded by the likes of us. As Adrian Bold reported at the time “I have seen the future”!

Since they were last here the line up has changed - the bass player is now Henry Haynes, a very tall young man (he may still be growing) with a very small headless Steinberger bass. Drums are still played by Nick Ramos Pinto, in fact at one stage in the evening all three of them attacked Nick’s drum kit.  
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These two extremely accomplished players provide the basis for Jay’s prodigious talent as a guitarist, a keyboard player and as a singer – not to mention an occasional drummer.

Whilst Jay has most of the obligatory blues influences he is no mimic – he is an original!  His jazz back ground shows through but the show is also peppered with many other influences and innovations.

I suspect that some of our members would have liked Jay to have included a few blues standards in his set rather than his own numbers, however…..
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Since he was last at the club his first Album, “Sorted”, has gone on sale and he has played a four track live slot on Paul Jones’s show on Radio 2.  The Jay Tamkin Band is on the up!

It is clear that he loves to play and it is hard to believe that we won’t be able to tempt him to entertain us once again in the not too distant future.
